Marcus Public Library

Internet/Computer Access and Guideline Policies


A.  Persons using the internet should be library card holders in good standing.  
 
     The guidelines for open access will apply for non-resident users.  Visitors to 
  
     the community are welcome to use this service.

B. Children under 6 years of age using the Internet should be accompanied by 
    an adult. Games installed on the children’s computers may be played by  unaccompanied children.

C.   Children (6-18 years) are allowed to use the library computers and wi-fi 

       without restriction as long as they abide by the same rules as adults. 

       Parents/Guardians who do not wish their children to access the computers 

       and/or internet should accompany their children when using the library. 

       Library staff in no way can, or should, restrict a child’s access to any part of

       the library collection due to age, sex, creed, or other factor. This includes 

       computers and internet use. 


D.  The Marcus Public Library assumes no responsibility for databases or online 
 
      services accessed by patrons through the library’s equipment.  The library 

      assumes no responsibility for the accuracy or safety of any information     
  
      accessed over the internet, and is not liable for any damage to a patron’s 

      computer or other device used on library premises or personal security of 
  
      information transmitted over the internet or wi-fi network. Parents are 
  
  
      responsible for the supervision of materials and information accessed by their


      children.


E.  All persons using the library’s internet connection are expected to comply 
 
      with the Acceptable Use Guidelines posted by the public access computers.

F. The resource is to be shared and time limits relating to individual users must be honored, therefore limits on computer time will be enforced. Use of the internet computers is limited to 1 hour per person per day.  Additional time may be granted by the discretion of the librarian on duty for such tasks as taxes, job searching, test-taking, and the like.  Reservations may be made for computer time by contacting the librarian.
G.  Patrons can schedule a session with a staff member to provide more in-depth assistance. Library staff are not allowed to complete online forms that contain personal data for the public.  Computer users not comfortable with keyboarding and computers are encouraged to bring a family member or friend to help them complete online forms.  

H. No food or drink is allowed in the computer area.

I.   Computer users of all ages are asked to use safety and common sense online. 

            J.  All users of electronic information resources such as the Internet are expected 

                  to use these resources in a responsible manner, consistent with the educational 

                  and informational purposes for which they are provided.

                  Responsible ethical use of such a resource includes compliance with the

      following rules and regulations:


      Using the resource for educational, informational, and recreational   

                  purposes only, not for unauthorized, illegal, or unethical purposes

      such as:

a. making only authorized copies of copyrighted or licensed software or data.

b. not sending, receiving, or displaying text or graphics which may reasonably be construed as obscene.

c. not seeking unauthorized access to any computer system, or damaging or altering software components of the system.

d. not respecting the privacy of others using a public access work station.

K. Persons using computers or internet access agree not to make any changes to

      the setup or configuration of the software or hardware.            

L. Misuse of computer or internet access will result in the loss of computer  

       privileges. (See Patron Conduct Policy.) The length of suspension is at the  

      discretion of the library director. 
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
